 PUBLIC HEARING

a. (030210-1) The Kittery Town Council moves to continue public hearings on proposed amendments to Title 16 of the Land Use and Development Code: 

1.) Shoreland and Related Zoning Provisions including the Land Use Zoning Map. 

2.) Resource Protection Overlay and Land Use Zoning Map.  


COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED THAT THE KITTERY TOWN COUNCIL CONTINUE THE PUBLIC HEARINGS UNTIL SUCH TIME AS PLANNING BOARD HAS ACHIEVED APPROVAL AND ORC HAS COMPLETED IT’S REVIEW TASK AND BRINGS THE MATTER FORWARD, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR THOMSON.


 Councilor Beers stated that these hearings had to be continued due to some last minute revisions.  Councilor Beers noted that it was possible that this could be scheduled for a public hearing on April 12, 2010 but his motion would leave the date for the public hearing open in case there were any further issues.

DISCUSSION

a.  Discussion by members of the public (three minutes per person) 

Milton Hall stated that he wanted to make sure that everyone was aware of the Maine Freedom of Access Act.  Mr. Hall then read the act and stated this was relevant with all the memos going around about the Port Authority’s 2011 budget, and specifically Councilor Beers’ number calculations relative to the budget.  Mr. Hall then listed all of the actions of the Port Authority.

Gil Robert stated that he had seen that Council had a budget meeting the past week and they were anticipating a 5% tax increase.  He continued that the tax rate was made up of 70% from the school budget.  He noted that he had talked to members of the study committee who had indicated to him that the Marshwood matter was off the table and they were not even looking at it.  Mr. Robert stated that he was infuriated to find out that nearly half of the school board had not shown up for the workshop and he thought that the school board had thumbed their noses at Council.  He stated that the achievement scores at Marshwood are better then they are at Traip and if Kittery went to Marshwood the town would save 1-2 million dollars a year.  Mr. Robert stated that he knew that there were other budget meetings planned and he hoped that Council would proceed carefully.  He stated that he knew that Council was not in charge of the schools but they were in charge of the tax rates.  Mr. Robert stated he hoped that Council would ask tough questions at the next budget meeting.  

b.  Chairperson’s response to public comments

Chairperson Spiller responded to Mr. Hall’s comments that everyone was aware of the dangers of email and she was not aware of any inappropriate use of email relative to any matter.  Chairperson Spiller stated that they would be talking about the Port Authority budget at the next workshop.  Chairperson Spiller asked Councilor Beers if he would like to respond to Mr. Hall’s comments about the Port Authority budget.  Councilor Beers stated that the report that Mr. Hall had was presented to Council that evening and the numbers that were included came from the Town Manager’s budget presentation booklet.  He continued that if there is additional information that he was not able to discover or if the information was incorrect, the Town Manager could review it and give him the correct information.  

Chairperson Spiller responded relative to Mr. Robert’s remarks, that Council had been aware that several school board members were not going to be able to attend the recent workshop and that no Council members had thought that they were thumbing their noses at Council.  She stated that it was her understanding that Council had said to the school that they would like to see a reduced budget and Council had not accepted what they had proposed. Chairperson Spiller indicated that the target was not a 5% increase and the target was below that and they were going to work hard to see if they could achieve that without compromising municipal or school services. Chairperson Spiller stated that the study group had not concluded their study and therefore she had no comment.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS


a. (010110-1) The Kittery Town Council moves to approve proposed amendments to the Kittery Municipal Code, Titles 1-14 as recommended by the Ordinance Review Committee for the purpose of recodification.

Councilor Beers stated that this item had been postponed from February contingent upon the changes to Title 16 and further recommendations for recodification for Titles 1-14.  


COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED TO POSTPONE THE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE KITTERY MUNICIPAL CODE, TITLES 1-14 UNTIL SUCH TIME AS TITLE 16 IS APPROVED BY COUNCIL AND ORC HAS AN OPPORTUNITY TO MAKE ADJUSTMENTS AND BRING THE APPROPRIATE MATTER FORWARD, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DOW.

b. other
Councilor Thomson wanted to commend and thank Piscataqua Landscaping Company for their cleanup of the John Paul Jones Park.



Councilor Thomson wanted to know if Council was going to revisit the private vehicle discussion and asked if that would be folded into the budget process.  Town Manager Carter stated that they were waiting for questions and once the questions were posed they were planning on getting back to together to discuss the issue. Chairperson Spiller asked Councilor Thomson and Councilor Dow to compile some questions.  Councilor Thomson indicated that he raised the question of setting up a process for reimbursement to the town for normal commuting expenses. He continued that he thought that there should be some formula that could be agreed on where there would be some apportionment made for the normal commuting costs that the employee would pay to the town.  Councilor Dow stated that there was also the aspect of the wear and tear to the vehicles and also asked if it should be looked at as a compensation piece to the particular position.  Town Manager Carter indicated that the police chief was out for the next two weeks and stated that it could be scheduled after he came back.



Councilor Brake stated that they had not received any letters from the children at Traip for the Recycling Scholarship Committee and wanted to remind people that the deadline was April 1st for the $1,000.00 scholarship.  



Councilor Beers indicated that the CIP Committee which was charged by Council to initiate a dialogue relative to centralized facility management with the School Department, Rice Public Library and Port Authority had received no response to their letter of request.  He continued that it was his understanding that the Shared Services Committee had a spirited discussion on the issue with the School Department and suggested that the task be assigned to the Shared Services Committee.



Councilor Beers noted that the town had advertised for citizen participation in the growth management plan update advisory committee.  He continued that he hoped that the town would have enough candidates for the 6 appointees to be considered at the April 12th meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

a. (030210-2) The Kittery Town Council moves that the Resolution entitled, “Resolution Authorizing Issuance Of Current Refunding Bonds In An Amount Not To Exceed $3,268,766.45” be adopted in form presented to this meeting, and that the Clerk file an attested copy of said Resolution with the minutes of this meeting.
Town Manager Carter stated Council had a report in their packets and this issue was about refinancing the USDA $3,400,000.00 bond issue for capitalization and maintenance repair to the wastewater treatment plant and sewer infrastructure.  He continued that this had started in 2007 and they had finalized the bonding with the USDA in the fall and had been working through the issues while finishing up the projects.  Town Manager Carter stated that it had come to light the available funding through stimulus money of the state revolving loan program which was part of the DEP program and administered through the Maine Municipal Bond Bank.  He continued they were offering very attractive rates of 1% and the savings would be dramatic, over $2,000,000.00, that could be saved through the refinancing of the USDA bond which was at 4.25%.  Town Manager Carter indicated they had put a team together, put the application together which was accepted by the Maine Bond Bank, and worked through the DEP issues which brought them to that point.  He continued that things were moving quickly and it was now pending Council approval but it was to refinance a large portion of the $3,400,000.00 which was completed on or before October 31, 2009.  He noted that the reason for that was because additional requirements kicked in after October 31st and there was only about $200,000.00 worth of work that had been undertaken since that time which would be repaid through the sewer impact reserve fund to make the USDA bond whole.  Councilor Dow asked when the motion was made if they should state the amount of $3,286,766.45 or the number noted in the packet of $3,300,000.00.  Attorney Stockmeyer indicated the amount listed in the agenda represented the figure for the anticipated closing date of April 2, 2010 but depending on the date of closing the amount could change due to interest.  Councilor Dennett stated that over the 20 year life of the loan they would be paying DEP fees for over $200,000.00 and wanted to know what those fees were for.  Town Manager Carter responded that through the history of the state revolving loan fund the fees had been a part of the program to help continue the program into the future.  
COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED THAT the Resolution entitled, “Resolution Authorizing Issuance Of Current Refunding Bonds In An Amount Not To Exceed $3,300,000.00” be adopted in form presented to this meeting, and that the Clerk file an attested copy of said Resolution with the minutes of this meeting, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DOW.
Councilor Beers wanted to compliment Town Manager Carter on his excellent report and his compliments to all of the parties that will save the town so much money and thought that it was a magnificent accomplishment.

e. (030210-6) The Kittery Town Council moves to approve the disbursement warrants.

 Chairperson Spiller read the disbursement warrants which included Warrant No. SNP0323 for the School Nutrition Program in the amount of $11,054.47, Warrant No. C032310 for the Mitchell/Shapleigh Construction in the amount of $95,329.43, Warrant No. S032310 for the School Accounts Payable in the amount of $140, 185.07 and Warrant No. T10-38 for the Town Accounts Payable in the amount of $289,000.38.  Councilor Thomson indicated that he had reviewed the school warrants and they were in appropriate form for signature.  Councilor Dennett indicated that he had reviewed the town warrants and there was an issue that he wanted to bring up for Council’s consideration.  Councilor Dennett continued that there was an item with an invoice for $7,231.00 which represented a one-third non-refundable deposit on certain furnishings for the new Public Works garage. He continued that the furnishings would cost a total of $21,694.00 consisting in of conference/break room furniture for $2,722.00, shared office furniture for $8,739.00 and private office furniture for $10,232.00. Councilor Dennett asked if there was any discussion on the issue.  
COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED THAT THE KITTERY TOWN COUNCIL APPROVE THE SCHOOL WARRANTS AS PRESENTED, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR BEERS.
A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 7/0.
Town Manager Carter stated that this was part of the salt shed/public works office building project and the furniture was done through a review of quotes and they went to the regional office supply contractor, W.B. Mason.  He continued that the furniture was commercial grade and was heavily discounted and it was for three complete offices of furniture and a conference room.  Town Manager Carter stated that he spoke with the Public Works Commissioner who felt this was a very good deal and he could only rely on the fact that W.B. Mason was a good company who sold good products.  Councilor Dow stated that there was an expectation to have to buy furniture for a new building and he did not have a problem with buying the furniture.  Town Manager Carter stated that they had discussed whether to buy new or used furniture and it was decided to not buy used furniture as this was a brand new building and it was going to last for a number of years and they felt the product should stand up for at least as long as the bond.  Chairperson Spiller stated that she had looked at the invoice and all of the furniture had been discounted by at least 50%.  Councilor Thomson asked what happened to the materials that had been stored at the Frisbee School.  Town Manager Carter responded that they were using some of the material at the transfer station office and would be using some of the file cabinets. 
COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED THAT THE KITTERY TOWN COUNCIL APPROVE THE MUNICIPAL WARRANTS AS PRESENTED, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DOW.

f. (030210-7) The Kittery Town Council moves to designate Jonathan Carter, Town Manager to be the appointed representative for the Maine Service Centers Coalition and Councilor _______________________ as an alternate.
Councilor Thomson stated that he would volunteer to be the Council representative.
COUNCILOR DENNETT MOVED THAT THE KITTERY TOWN COUNCIL DESIGNATE JONATHAN CARTER, TOWN MANAGER TO BE THE APPOINTED REPRESENTATIVE FOR THE MAINE SERVICE CENTERS COALITION AND COUNCILOR THOMSON AS AN ALTERNATE, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DOW.
A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 7/0.
g. (030210-8) The Kittery Town Council moves to appoint Maury Hepner as the representative to the Regional Energy Grant Committee and Nancy Farron as an alternate and Gillian Carter as the second alternate.
Town Manager Carter indicated he had the pleasure to attend a meeting in Portland to meet with Efficiency Maine, the body who is administering the grant funds and will be developing the contracts that will be involved in this $500,000.00 energy project that involves six communities.  He continued they were working towards putting together a project that was agreed to by the state which involved a revolving loan fund and the loan would be for up to $10,000.00.  He stated that the purpose would be to bring greater efficiency to residential and commercial buildings and to make it a sustainable program that can go forward into the future.  Town Manager Carter stated that other aspects of the grant are still being debated by the state and it has a large training component for people that want to become energy auditors. He noted there was another 2-3 weeks of negotiations with the state and once it is approved by the Steering Committee it would come back to Council for approval.

l. (030210-13) The Kittery Town Council moves to ratify and sign a two year labor extension contract from July 1, 2010 thru June 30, 2012, for the Police Dispatchers, Administrative/Clerical, Professional, Technical and Public Works units.
Town Manager Carter stated that the town had guidance from Council in the fall regarding labor agreements which are going to be up on June 30th and Council had wanted to know if there was a way the town could extend the contracts with no salary increases for FY ’11.  He continued that at the end of the informal negotiation process they ended up with a two year extension with no salary increases in the first year besides any longevity or step increase and the extension of the second year was premised on the Consumer Price Index that would be held at a ceiling for a wage increase at 1.5%.  Town Manager Carter noted that both years would carry an extension of the 125 IRS plan that allows employees to put away pre-tax dollars to go towards medical expenses and the cost of that benefit is not incurred on the town other than for the administration of the program.  He noted that initially two units agreed to the contract and then the five tonight had ratified. 
COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED THAT KITTERY TOWN COUNCIL RATIFY AND SIGN A TWO YEAR LABOR EXTENSION CONTRACT FROM JULY 1, 2010 THRU JUNE 30, 2012, FOR THE POLICE DISPATCHERS, ADMINISTRATIVE/CLERICAL, PROFESSIONAL, TECHNICAL AND PUBLIC WORKS UNITS, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DOW.
Councilor Thomson wanted to thank Town Manager Carter for taking the lead on the issue and it gave the town a two year window to begin the process of some more in depth negotiations.  He continued that he looked forward to that and would urge the town and bargaining units to approach the issue with an open mind and with a realization that further changes are necessary with regard to costs that the town is able to support moving forward.  Chairperson Spiller noted that she also wanted to thank the employees on the municipal side for being cooperative.

b.  Town Manager’s Report 

Town Manager Carter wanted to remind there was a joint workshop with the School Committee scheduled for that Wednesday at 6:30 P.M.

Town Manager Carter indicated he was sad to report that Lt. Russell French had taken a job in Kennebunk as the Deputy Police Chief and his last day in Kittery would be at the end of the week.  He continued that Lt. French had done an excellent job over the years and he would be missed in his work with the community.

Town Manager Carter noted that Earth Day was on April 22nd and the Kittery Energy Advisory Committee had joined with the Kittery Land Trust and Spruce Creek Association and would be doing a full day of energy exhibits and lectures at Auto Works on April 24th.  

Town Manager Carter stated relative to the bridges, the Steering Committee and the Stakeholders were meeting that Friday to work through the 8 remaining options to get them down to 4 and then there would be another public meeting where the 4 options would be played out. 

c.  Committee Reports 


Chairperson Spiller stated that the Frisbee Revitalization Committee had met recently and spent a lot of time discussing the governing structure for the building and would be working with BH+A on that issue.  She noted they had started a town-wide initiative to name the town center and there was a form on the town website that people could use to propose their name.  She continued that BH+A was doing a condition report on the structure at that time.


Chairperson Spiller indicated that the Wood Island Committee had met the previous Saturday and had come up with two dates for public listening sessions to talk about what will happen with the island. She continued that the dates for the sessions were April 28th at 6:30 P.M. and May 1st at 9:00 A.M.
