UNFINISHED BUSINESS

a. (020210-10) The Kittery Town Council moves to schedule a 
date for a public hearing for an ordinance authorizing the Town of Kittery to lease purchase a fire truck. 

Chairperson Spiller noted that the CIP Committee had recommended this purchase and it would be replacing a 1983 Mack fire pumper truck which had serious problems that would require very expensive repairs. 

COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED THAT THE KITTERY TOWN COUNCIL SCHEDULE A PUBLIC HEARING FOR AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE TOWN OF KITTERY TO LEASE PURCHASE A FIRE TRUCK ON MARCH 22, 2010, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR BRAKE.

Councilor Dennett asked why this required an ordinance.  Town Manager Carter responded that when this issue came out of CIP he had called the town’s bond counsel who considered a lease purchase as a bond and he felt that unless the town did it this way it would have to be on the ballot.  He continued that the attorney would not give an unqualified opinion of the lease purchase to the bank and the bank would not issue any lease purchase without an unqualified opinion.  Councilor Dennett asked why the town could not just buy the truck outright.  Town Manager Carter responded that they would have to combine all of the reserve accounts to purchase the truck.  Councilor Dennett stated that they would be spending more on interest during the term of the lease and stated that they should look into this more before the public hearing.  Town Manager Carter stated that one problem was that the truck was available at that time and the dealership would hold it until March 22nd and until the letter of intent was issued but that was as long as they were willing to hold the truck.  Councilor Dennett noted that he would like a copy of the letter from the bond counsel and a copy of the lease purchase agreement prior to the public hearing.  Town Manager Carter stated what the town was trying to do was to combine two trucks into one which would save about $150,000.00 to $200,000.00.  Councilor Beers stated that this had come through CIP and there was a significant amount of beneficial detail related to the question which was outlined in the report by the fire chief and that this was a rare opportunity to be able to buy this truck.  He continued that despite the fact that the town would be losing some dollars over time due to the interest, they would have the benefit of gaining a vehicle at that time at far less cost and with capability that the town would not otherwise enjoy until 2012.  He continued that the CIP Committee strongly endorsed this issue.  Councilor Dow asked if there was an opportunity to sell the older vehicle.  Councilor Beers responded that he thought that the 1983 truck might be attractive to a less wealthy municipality.  Councilor Dow asked Fire Chief O’Brien what he thought relative to the sale of the 1983 pumper.  Chief O’Brien responded that one of the reasons he was looking to get rid of the older truck was for safety concerns and due to the maintenance that needed to be done on the truck.  He continued that he saw a collector buying the truck.  Chief O’Brien stated that this would be buying an apparatus that did two functions and that they had originally planned to buy two pieces and this would save the town money a lot of money.  

A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.

b. (020210-10) The Kittery Town Council moves to discuss and 
take action on the Capital Improvement Plan Committee Report recommendations. 


Councilor Beers indicated that this was presented in document fashion on February 22nd with revised recommendations to be forwarded by the CIP Committee.  He continued that one recommendation was relative to undesignated fund balance and one related to initiating a dialogue with the School Committee, Port Authority and Rice Public Library relative to centralized facility management and a third moved to approve program updates on the Capital Improvement Program as presented.  He continued that the other two related aspects were the FY ’11 program which had yet to be finalized and brought forward and the concept of a debt policy related to capital programming and debt management.  Councilor Beers noted that Councilor Pelletier had asked for postponement on the program updates until that evening.  Councilor Beers stated that the document was unchanged from then and asked that the motion come forward exclusive of the debt policy on page 13.  Councilor Beers stated that tonight’s action was for consideration of the program updates only.  He continued that in the program report it addressed the background, overview, definitions, policies relating to the coordinating planning schedules, budget policies, fixed asset policies, explanation of the process and future for monitoring approved projects and capital program updates.  Councilor Beers stated that there was a town charter mandate for the basic requirement for Council to produce a capital program and it must satisfy or meet those requirements and contain the data included.  He noted that the document that they were looking at that evening was for the committee and the department heads to use to prepare the plan to satisfy those requirements.  Councilor Dow asked if this was something that the Council had passed the previous year.  Town Manager Carter responded that it was not and that they were going through some additional steps this year that they would not have to go through at any other time.  Councilor Beers stated that there was an existing policy from Council approval in October of 2008 and it laid out a program that the CIP Committee had used last year.  He continued that as a result of going through that policy, they recognized some deficiencies and that this document would replace that Council policy to instruct the Committee to do what was expected.  Town Manager Carter stated that the CIP Committee had made their recommendations but that Council needed to acknowledge the process of how they were going to do it.  


COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED THAT THE KITTERY TOWN COUNCIL ACCEPT THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAMMING DOCUMENT DATED MARCH 8, 2010 EXCLUSIVE OF THE DEBT POLICY ON PAGE 13, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DOW.


A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.

c. (020210-2) The Kittery Town Council moves to take action on proposed amendments to Title 8 Property Maintenance, of the Kittery Municipal Code.


Councilor Beers stated that he had provided an overview of this issue at the last meeting.  Councilor Dow asked if other towns that had this type of ordinance.  Town Manager Carter stated that Medway and Fairfield did.  Councilor Dow stated that he thought that it was important that individuals respect the neighbors around them but was concerned that this ordinance was very subjective and provided the CEO with a lot of leeway to enforce the ordinance.  Town Manager Carter stated that was why there was an appeal process and safeguards in place that would allow for any misjudgment by the CEO to be appealed.  Town Manager Carter indicated that there was a need that the general public had indicated and there were cluttered properties around town and there was a difficult time in correcting those properties.  Councilor Dennett noted that he thought that this ordinance was virtually impossible to enforce as it was very subjective.  Chairperson Spiller asked if there was any understanding as to how successful the other towns had been with their ordinances.  Town Manager Carter stated that he did not know.  Councilor Beers stated that this was presented to him as a request by a number of citizens in his role as a member of the Ordinance Review Committee and to satisfy their concerns he brought the question forward, had it looked at by the manager and he produced the language.  He noted that he and Councilor Dennett had reviewed it and it was their role to determine that it was in a form and format that could be passed legally as an ordinance by Council.  He continued that he had thought long and hard about the issue and he would not vote for the ordinance.  Councilor Dow stated that he would not vote for the ordinance in its present form but he believed that they did need to provide citizens with more then a place to complain to and that as a town government they should be able to respond to and alleviate issues.  He continued that he did not believe that property maintenance is wrong in and of itself but in this case the language was extremely subjective and asked if the ORC could make amendments to the ordinance language.  Councilor Dennett responded that ORC only puts the issues in a legal format which would be acceptable for passage and have no opinion on the issue.  Councilor Dow asked Councilor Dennett if he was totally against property maintenance.  Councilor Dennett responded that it all depended on how it was worded.  Councilor Dow asked Councilor Beers if he was totally against property maintenance.  Councilor Beers responded that he was not and thought that it was a legitimate concern in the community and there were a number of eyesores and there ought to be some means to insist that properties in that kind of a condition be taken care of and cleaned up.  He continued that he thoroughly appreciated the job that staff and the town attorney had done in producing the document but that it did not reach a level that he was comfortable enacting. Councilor Thomson stated that he shared the reservations that were expressed but he did not think that it was a matter to postpone indefinitely.  He continued that he would like to see Town Manager Carter contact his counterparts in Medway and Fairfield to get some information regarding their experience in the enforcement of their ordinances, what pitfalls and difficulties they have had, which changes they have made since enactment, the frequency which they have had to invoke the ordinance and the difficulty with following through on enforcement.  Councilor Thomson noted that if that information could be obtained, it may enable Council to move forward with more comfort in enacting this ordinance.


COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED TO POSTPONE ACTION ON THIS ITEM UNTIL SUCH TIME AS THE TOWN MANAGER RETURNS WITH FURTHER CLARIFICATION AND INPUT ON THE EXPERIENCE OF THE OTHER COMMUNITIES IN MAINE WITH SIMILAR ORDINANCES, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR BEERS.


A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.



d. (020210-3) The Kittery Town Council moves to take action on proposed amendments to Title 11 General Assistance, of the Kittery Municipal Code.



Councilor Beers stated that during the February 22nd meeting, he moved that Council repeal the Kittery General Assistance ordinance in existence and ordain an ordinance to be codified as Title 11 which was seconded by Councilor Brake.  He continued that after the item was postponed, Councilor Dennett had pointed out that the appendices related to the ordinance must be passed as part of the ordinance and it would be incorrect to repeal.  



COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED THAT HIS MOTION OF FEBRUARY 22, 2010 REGARDING REPEAL OF THE KITTERY GENERAL ASSISTANCE ORDINANCE BE WITHDRAWN, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DENNETT.



A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.



COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED THAT THE TOWN OF KITTERY HEREBY ORDAIN AMENDMENTS TO THE KITTERY GENERAL ASSISTANCE ORDINANCE AND ORDAIN IT TO BE CODIFIED IN THE TOWN CODE AS TITLE 11 PLUS APPENDICES A-J AS AMENDED, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR BRAKE.



Councilor Dennett stated that they had already passed the appendices A-J and they would normally adhere to this unless rescinded.  He continued that if they attached A-J there would be a 30 day waiting period and they would lose everything that was there unless it was enacted as an emergency.

Councilor Thomson presented a sign that was removed from Kittery land regarding Marshwood baseball tryouts.

 10.  
NEW BUSINESS

a. (030110-1) The Kittery Town Council moves to discuss staffing vacancies. 

Chairperson Spiller noted that this was an issue that had been brought up previously.  Town Manager Carter stated that it was his understanding that Council had questions regarding vacancies and whether those positions would be filled or not.  Councilor Thomson stated that his point was that as the town is moving into budget planning season and given the economy and the way that the town was trying to do things differently, if any vacancies came about rather than a position simply being filled he would like Council to have a discussion about how they could do things differently.  Councilor Thomson stated that it would give them a chance to see if the position was needed at all or could be filled a different way.  Councilor Dow stated that he thought that it was an opportunity to reevaluate how the positions were being filled.  Chairperson Spiller indicated that she found Town Manager Carter open to looking outside of the box on these issues over the years.  Councilor Beers noted that he thought that it was appropriate managerially for any manager to look at staffing requirements and determine if there was a more efficient or cost effective way to deal with the situation.  He continued that he also thought that it was appropriate to do the same thing when positions are added and additional staffing is needed.  He noted that the composition of duties or roles and what the position title is are the manager’s responsibility and that Council can give him the bottom line but can not tell him that they will not fund a particular position.  Councilor Dow asked if Council had the ability to tell the town manager that they were not going to fund a particular position.  Councilor Beers responded that he did not think that they could tell the manager they were not going to fund a position but that they could cut the bottom line to whatever the salary of that position was but the internal staffing and structure and assignment of roles was the manager’s authority.  Councilor Dennett stated that the manager could move the money around a particular department any way that he wanted but could not transfer the money to another department without Council’s approval.  Chairperson Spiller stated that the message was that Council wanted to move in that direction.  


b. (030110-2) The Kittery Town Council moves to discuss the State requirement for the town to move forward with a growth management plan update and to consider recommendations as presented in the report to Council dated March 3, 2010.

Councilor Beers indicated that this action was related to the establishment of a committee and chartering it to create a growth management plan and were related statutes, regulations, facts and detail related to the current comprehensive plan to be utilized by the committee for organizing and addressing its charter.  Councilor Dow stated that he thought that it was the right course of action.  Councilor Beers stated that he would seek action at the earliest opportunity, including that evening or as soon as Council felt confident.  He noted that it was usually a three year process and they only had a year and a half to conclude it by state statute which was enacted in 2001 and it required production of a municipal growth management plan by the end of 2011.  He continued that in statute it also notes that the municipal officers may choose to revise or update their comprehensive plan to do so.  He continued that as noted in the report there are a sizable number of material deficiencies in the town’s current comprehensive plan compared to the requirements for the state’s complete growth management plan.  Councilor Beers noted that he would ask that the Council member appointed to the committee, be appointed as the co-chair with a member from the public to be elected as a co-chair.  He stated that he felt strongly about that point mainly because of the aggressive schedule and the Council direction to produce it within the time frame allowed.  Chairperson Spiller noted that the committee would also consist of 6 citizens, a School Committee representative, a Planning Board representative, a Board of Appeals representative, a Port Authority representative and the town planner.  Councilor Beers stated that conceptionally and organizationally it would require ex-officio participation by department heads and virtually every board, commission and authority in town.  He continued that it does address all of the needs the town currently has within a comprehensive plan and looks towards the future in a variety of additional features. 

COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED THAT THE KITTERY TOWN COUNCIL ESTABLISH A GROWTH MANAGEMENT PROGRAM UPDATE ADVISORY COMMITTEE AS DEFINED IN COUNCIL REPORT ENCLOSURE 2 DATED MARCH 3, 2010 TITLED “KITTERY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN GROWTH MANAGEMENT PLAN”, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DOW.

Councilor Dennett stated that he resented the encroachment that the state made upon municipalities. He continued that he was going to vote against this for general principles because he hated the unending stream of state mandates.  Councilor Beers indicated that he considered this a crucial and important need for the town’s future and they had a large number of initiatives underway and there were a large number of needs that were not addressed from a planning or growth prospective.  He continued that he thought that it was important to bring this effort and the community together in order to look at what the town wants to do.

A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH COUNCILOR DENNETT OPPOSED.  MOTION PASSES 5/1.

Councilor Thomson asked Town Manager Carter to get the word out that the town was looking for 6 residents to join the committee.

COUNCILOR DOW MOVED THAT THE TOWN COUNCIL NOMINATE COUNCILOR BEERS AS THE TOWN COUNCIL REPRESENTATIVE AND AS ONE OF THE COMMITTEE CO-CHAIRS.

A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.

c. (030110-3) The Kittery Town Council moves to approve the disbursement warrants.

Chairperson Spiller read the disbursement warrants which included Warrant No. SNP01/12 for the School Nutrition Program in the amount of $6,238.24, Warrant No. S011210 for the School Accounts Payable in the amount of $249,221.72, Warrant No. T10-28 for the Town Accounts Payable in the amount of $96,299.60.  Councilor Dow indicated that the school warrants were in appropriate format for signature and Councilor Dennett indicated that the town warrants were in appropriate format for signature.

COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED THAT THE KITTERY TOWN COUNCIL APPROVE THE DISBURSEMENT WARRANTS, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DOW.

A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.

d. (030110-4) The Kittery Town Council moves to appoint a representative to meet with the Chair of the Parks Commission to interview John Taddeo for his appointment to that board until 5/3/10 (replacing Adam Kirkland). 

COUNCILOR DENNETT MOVED THAT THE KITTERY TOWN COUNCIL APPOINT COUNCILOR BRAKE TO MEET WITH THE CHAIR OF THE PARKS COMMISSION TO INTERVIEW JOHN TADDEO FOR HIS APPOINTMENT TO THAT BOARD UNTIL 5/3/10, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR THOMSON.

A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.

e (030110-5) The Kittery Town Council moves to appoint a representative to meet with the Chair of the Parks Commission to interview Maury Hepner for his appointment to that board until 5/3/12 (replacing Kenneth Fellows).

COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED THAT THE KITTERY TOWN COUNCIL APPOINT COUNCILOR DENNETT TO MEET WITH THE CHAIR OF THE PARKS COMMISSION TO INTERVIEW MAURY HEPNER FOR HIS APPOINTMENT TO THAT BOARD UNTIL 5/3/12, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR BRAKE.

A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.

f. (030110-6) The Kittery Town Council moves to appoint a representative to interview Bruce Crawford for his appointment to the Eastern Trail Management District.

Councilor Dennett stated that it was his recollection in the past members that had been appointed to the Eastern Trail Management District, Council had waived a formal interview because it was only a representative and not a town committee.

COUNCILOR DENNETT MOVED THE APPOINTMENT OF BRUCE CRAWFORD TO THE EASTERN TRAIL MANAGEMENT DISTRICT, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR BRAKE.


Town Manager Carter asked if anyone knew Mr. Crawford and thought that asking Mr. Crawford to come before Council to ask him a few questions would be a good idea.  Chairperson Spiller indicated that Council should invite Mr. Crawford to a meeting to ask him a few questions and speak to him about the position


COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED POSTPONEMENT OF THIS ITEM UNTIL SUCH TIME AS BRUCE CRAWFORD CAN MAKE A PRESENTATION TO COUNCIL AT A REGULARLY SCHEDULED MEETING, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR BRAKE.


A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.

g. other


Councilor Brake presented a check to Town Manager Carter in the amount of $105.00 from the Recycling Scholarship Fund.  Councilor Brake noted that the Recycling Scholarship Fund was now open for students at Traip and a press release had gone out the week prior.



Councilor Thomson asked Town Manager Carter what the plans were for the Christmas Tree that had fallen in the recent storm.  Town Manager Carter stated that the State had volunteers from Piscataqua Landscaping coming to unravel the lights on the tree and return them to the owners and take the tree to transfer station.  Town Manager Carter indicated that he had the opportunity to speak with the governor when he was in Kittery and he had asked the governor to intercede with Kittery’s takeover of John Paul Jones Park.  He continued that the next day he had received a call from the new commissioner and things were moving faster.  He noted that one of the issues that they are wrestling with is that the first refusal for the park is mandated to go to the Department of Transportation and they were trying to see how they could get around that.  Chairperson Spiller indicated that this might be a good time to have Public Works start thinking about a replacement tree.

11.  
COMMITTEE AND OTHER REPORTS

a.  Communications from the Chairperson 

Chairperson Spiller indicated that she wanted to thank the Town Manager, the Police Chief, the Fire Chief, Sgt. Eaton and the volunteer fire department for their efforts during the recent storm and that they had all done an excellent job.  Chairperson Spiller stated that Sgt. Eaton was collecting the names of those in town whose health and safety is compromised in those situations and anyone who felt they should be on that list should contact Sgt. Eaton.  

b.  Town Manager’s Report 

Town Manager Carter indicated relative to the bridges that the study was proceeding and there were currently 8 options which were going to be brought down to 2 options in the near future.  He noted that there would be public meetings relative to this and his prediction was that the Sarah Long Bridge would be enhanced and the Memorial Bridge would something other that what the public wants to see because of the money involved.  Town Manager Carter indicated that each bridge carried about 12,000 vehicles a day and if you took one bridge away the other two bridges could not handle the traffic.  He continued if the Memorial Bridge was taken away, the Sarah Long Bridge would have to be expanded to four lanes and the Memorial Bridge would become a pedestrian bridge only.  Town Manager Carter stated that the arguments were that it should be designed so that it would not have to raised so often.  He continued that if the money was there the Memorial Bridge and Sarah Long Bridge would be replaced and he noted that everyone needed to pay close attention to what the remaining options are.  Councilor Thomson stated that he had read something in the newspaper recently about Senator Collins on this issue.  Town Manager Carter indicated that Senator Collins had asked the Secretary of Transportation to intervene with the Memorial Bridge issue and help with the possibility of a second round of TIGER grants.  He continued that he did not know whether either state would be reopening their applications but that he thought that they would.  He noted that the second round would be for half of the money that the country provided and just as many applications.

Town Manager Carter wanted to remind the public that on March 10th the Department of Transportation would be holding a hearing at 6:00 P.M. on the replacement of the Dennett Road overpass bridge.  

Town Manager Carter indicated that the community along with 5 other communities received $500,000.00 in energy funds.  He noted that the purpose of the grant is to create a revolving loan fund to provide up to $10,000.00 loans once a certified energy audit had been done to provide for winterization and energy efficient dollars to correct whatever is found.  He noted that they had held an organizational meeting the prior week and would be traveling to Portland to get a better understanding of how the grants are administered.  Town Manager Carter stated that Council had authorized Kittery to be the lead agent for receipt of this money and there was a mechanism set up for revolving loan program.  He continued that the immediate action would be to appoint a member to the steering committee as well as an alternate and names would be forthcoming for Council’s consideration.

Town Manager Carter wanted to reiterate what Chairperson Spiller had said about all of the departments who had a role in the storm.  He noted that the departments had worked as a team and everything that was expected of the town had been completed.  Town Manager Carter stated that it was very hard to get the word out relative to shelters when so many people are out of power.  He noted that people were more than welcome to go to the Fire Station and get cleaned up or warm and those were the challenges that they were working on.  He stated that there were some challenges that they were continually trying to improve on but thought that everyone did a good job to alleviate and restore normal operations as quickly as possible.  Town Manager Carter noted that they would be taking wood debris at the transfer station free of charge on March 10th and March 13th.  

Town Manager Carter stated that had been working with the sewer division and the consultants and they were proposing to refinance the rural development USDA loan for a much lower rate instrument.  He continued they had gotten tentative approval but it would not be confirmed and looked like they could receive a loan for less than 2% for a period that was a couple years shorter than the USDA loan.  He noted that things would happen quickly and he thought he would be bringing the resolutions forth at the March 22nd meeting.

c.  Committee Reports 


Councilor Dow stated that the Planning Board was dealing with parking issues and one of the biggest problems was at the Shapleigh School.  He continued that a lot of the abutters came and spoke out about issues that had not been addressed.  He noted that there had been discussions about people parking on residents’ lawns and the Planning Board had started to put together some ideas on how to manage those issues.  Councilor Dow wanted to note that there had been an event recently at the school and the police had done an excellent job on moving the traffic and there was an opportunity to have overflow parking at the Spruce Creek Church and there was a shuttle bringing people back and forth to the school and had worked excellently.


Councilor Brake indicated that the Solid Waste Committee had taken a tour of the solid waste facility in Rochester and the first meeting would be the last Wednesday in March and he hoped to have a further update after that meeting.


Chairperson Spiller noted the Frisbee Revitalization Committee was meeting that Wednesday and it would be focusing on the BH+A Architects workplan.


Chairperson Spiller stated that the Shared Services Committee met a few weeks prior and they had spent a good deal of time discussing the “One Kittery” idea of the town managing all of the municipal and school facilities.
