PUBLIC HEARINGS 


a.  (020211-1) The Kittery Town Council moves to hold a public hearing to release funds from the Town’s Grant Match Reserve Fund account #753-67500 in the amount of $5,000 for the purpose of providing 25% matching funds towards the Town of Eliot’s $20,000 appropriation to continue the Eliot/Kittery Senior Van Transportation service until the end of FY ‘11.


Chairperson Spiller opened the public hearing.  Town Manager Carter stated Kittery had participated in this program since 2008.  He noted these funds would provide for gap funding for the program from March through June 30th.


Connie Garber, the Transportation Director at York County Community Action came to the podium.  Ms. Garber stated this program was driven by concerns made by citizens about the limited transportation provided to seniors in the area.  She continued that providing transportation for seniors who wanted to remain in their homes and remain active was necessary and that they used to only provide for transportation one day a week.


Councilor Dennett asked if there was any way to tell how many people from Kittery were using the service.  Ms. Garber responded that she did not have the information at that time but could get it.  Chairperson Spiller then closed the public hearing.


COUNCILOR DOW MOVED TO RELEASE FUNDS FROM THE TOWN’S GRANT MATCH RESERVE FUND ACCOUNT #753-67500 IN THE AMOUNT OF $5,000 FOR THE PURPOSE OF PROVIDING 25% MATCHING FUNDS TOWARDS THE TOWN OF ELIOT’S $20,000 APPROPRIATION TO CONTINUE THE ELIOT/KITTERY SENIOR VAN TRANSPORTATION SERVICE UNTIL THE END OF FY ’11, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR THOMSON.


Councilor Dennett stated that he was going to vote against this item but might reconsider if he was provided the number of Kittery users.

 a. (020211-2)  The Kittery Town Council moves to accept the resignation of Suzanne Patrakis from the Eastern Trail Management District.


COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED TO ACCEPT THE RESIGNATION OF SUZANNE PATRAKIS FROM THE EASTERN TRAIL MANAGEMENT DISTRICT, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DOW.


A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 7/0.

b (020211-3)  The Kittery Town Council moves to appoint a representative to meet with a representative of the Board of Assessment Review to interview Robert P. Wyman for his re-appointment to that board until 12/1/13.


Chairperson Spiller stated Councilor Dennett was next on the list.


COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED TO APPOINT COUNCILOR DENNETT TO MEET WITH A REPRESENTATIVE OF THE BOARD OF ASSESSMENT REVIEW TO INTERVIEW ROBERT P. WYMAN FOR HIS RE-APPOINTMENT TO THAT BOARD UNTIL 12/1/13, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR GUY.


A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 7/0.

c. (020211-4)  The Kittery Town Council moves to approve the disbursement warrants.


COUNCILOR DOW MOVED TO APPROVE THE DISBURSEMENT WARRANTS, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR BEERS.


A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 7/0.

d. (020211-5)  The Kittery Town Council moves to discuss and take action on a request from the Rice Public Library to undertake further structural analysis of the Frisbee Annex and to authorize up to $2000 for said purpose.


Town Manager Carter stated the Library had asked the Frisbee Revitalization Committee for money to do an analysis for structural issues in the annex.  He continued FRC then brought the issue back to Council.  Councilor Thomson asked if the money were approved where would it come from.  Town Manager Carter responded he would look from within the present operating budget and would follow the discretion of Council.  


COUNCILOR PELLETIER MOVED TO AUTHORIZE UP TO $2000 FOR THE RICE PUBLIC LIBRARY TO UNDERTAKE FURTHER STRUCTURAL ANALYSIS OF THE FRISBEE ANNEX, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DOW FOR DISCUSSION.
Rachel Dennis of the Library Board came to the podium.  Ms. Dennis stated that they had not talked about concrete funding but assumed it would come from their own fundraising.  Councilor Dow asked if there was any money in the Library budget for this issue.  Ms. Dennis responded that this was the only money there were anticipating requesting and they felt it was a bad idea to use their own funds for work on a building they did not own.  Councilor Dow stated it was difficult for him to say yes without knowing where the funds were going to come from.  Town Manager Carter indicated he would take it out of the bond anticipation note.

COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED TO AMEND THE MAIN MOTION TO DESIGNATE THE SOURCE OF FUNDING AS THE KITTERY COMMUNITY CENTER BOND ANTICIPATION NOTE FUNDS, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR PELLETIER.
A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH COUNCILOR DENNETT OPPOSED.  MOTION PASSES 6/1.

COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED TO AMEND THE MAIN MOTION TO DELETE RICE PUBLIC LIBRARY AND INSERT FRISBEE REVITALIZATION COMMITTEE, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DOW.

A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 7/0.

Councilor Dennett noted he would like to review any contract for work to be done before the document was signed.

e. (020211-6)  The Kittery Town Council moves to discuss and take action on continuance of the video streaming of public council chamber meetings.

Town Manager Carter stated they had gone through the one month trial of video streaming free of charge.  He continue the package included all meetings and the meetings could be archived on the company’s website.  Town Manager Carter indicated this could also be used to broadcast school sporting events.  He continued this company provided the most flexibility at the lowest cost and he recommended going forward.

b.  Town Manager’s Report


Town Manager Carter stated the Fuel and More fundraiser was scheduled for March 26th at Cap’n and Patty’s.  He continued the tickets were $40 and were available at the Town Hall.


Town Manager Carter indicated relative to the bridges that he had received a call from Senator Collins’s office indicating the House of Representatives had deleted funding for the TIGER grant.  He continued that Senator Collins had showed and indicated her support to rally for support when the budget came to the Senate.  Town Manager Carter noted the two states were putting together paperwork and felt they would obligate the funds for the TIGER grant and that both DOT Commissioners were in Washington DC.  He continued they were hoping for positive reports and that there was an effort for a write-in campaign to ask for the government’s intent.


Town Manager Carter noted the budget was being put together and the CIP Committee was meeting that Wednesday to finalize the report to Council.  He continued there was a workshop scheduled for the following Monday to gather Council’s comments and direction.  Town Manager Carter stated on March 14th there was a budget presentation scheduled at 6 P.M.  and hoped the School Department budget would be finalized.


Town Manager Carter stated relative to the Shapleigh neighborhood they would have the report soon and that the Chief had given a verbal report which was impressive.
