7.	Interviews for the Board of Appeals and Planning Board – Vern Gardner (re-appointment until 3/1/14),
	Vern Gardner came to the podium and indicated he wanted to continue to serve on the BOA because he enjoyed working on the projects.
	COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED TO REAPPOINT VERN GARDNER TO THE BOA FOR A TERM ENDING 3/1/14, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR THOMSON.

	Chairperson Spiller noted this public hearing was advertised in the Portsmouth Herald on July 29, 2011.  Chairperson Spiller then opened the public hearing and no response being heard, closed the public hearing.

9.	DISCUSSION – 
	Richard Balano came to the podium and stated he wanted to address what had been presented at the workshop prior to the meeting.  He continued he agreed with the concerns about height restrictions.  Mr. Balano indicated the comprehensive plan was still valid and there were no allowances for height increases except for the Kittery Village.  He continued in the proposal the problem was that the definition of height was being changed and could be measured from any grade.  Mr. Balano indicated he thought they need to go in the direction stated by the comprehensive plan.
	Chairperson Spiller stated she thought that Mr. Balano should share his concerns with the Planning Board.

	Councilor Beers indicated this was going to move forward and no further action was needed.

He continued mopeds are very different today and the use of the roadway has changed.  Councilor Thomson stated he thought there needed to be some adaptation of the ban on the bridge.
11.  	NEW BUSINESS
	a.  (080111-2)  The Kittery Town Council moves to discuss whether or not to adopt an ordinance on the sale, possession and use of fireworks in the Town of Kittery.
	Town Manager Carter stated that staff had been looking at a recent law that allowed for fireworks to be sold and used in the State.  He continued that municipalities could restrict the sale and use of the fireworks and he wanted to know before an ordinance was suggested what Council’s viewpoint on the issue was.  Town Manager Carter indicated he had been receiving inquiries from companies who wanted to get involved in the business.  Councilor Dennett stated that he was upset to see the law come out and thought that it was a poorly written statute.  He continued he objected strongly to the age limit of 21 years old to purchase the fireworks and thought if someone was able to serve the country they should be able to purchase fireworks.  Councilor Beers indicated that he echoed Councilor Dennett’s statement relative to the age limit and that he was not opposed to the sale of fireworks in certain commercial zones.  He continued if Council did not adopt an ordinance restricting the sale or use, the fireworks would be allowed throughout the town.  Councilor Guy indicated he thought this issue needed to be put on Council’s plate and that they needed to address it.  Councilor Thomson noted he was in favor of an ordinance to prohibit fireworks all together.  Town Manager Carter indicated staff would move forward with drafting an ordinance.

He continued a subcommittee was working to develop diagrams and put forward a professional landscape design.  Town Manager Carter noted a budget had been put together through CIP and they were close to making things happen. He continued there was a public hearing for the Planning Board scheduled that Thursday to review and critique the design and then they would come back to Council for discussion.  Chairperson Spiller indicated the old playground equipment had been removed because it was damaged and dangerous.  
Other –  Councilor Guy stated he had heard there were new fishing restrictions at Pepperrell Cove that did not allow people to fish during the weekends.  Councilor Beers 
Councilor Beers stated that he was in receipt of communication from the Conservation Commission.  He continued he wanted to request a sense of Council on holding a meeting and giving a unified explanation.  Councilor Dennett indicated that he did not object to the idea but he did not think technically that Council should be involved in the issue as they have no authority.  He continued he would be happy to sit down and listen to the issues but would take a hands off position.  Councilor Beers noted that he concurred with Councilor Dennett but thought that Council deserved to know if the policies were being implemented properly.  Councilor Dow indicated they should take it under advisement.  Town Manager Carter stated they had attempted to bring the group together and thought they had left in agreement but received reports afterwards that they were not.
Councilor Thomson asked if anyone shared his concern relative to the vehicle usage issue of town employees.  He continued his main issue was that some employees normal commute was being subsidized.  Town Manager Carter suggested they could possibly do a study.  Councilor Dennett stated he shared Councilor Thomson’s concerns and that public perception was the problem and that he was willing to look at the issue to see if they could do better.  Councilor Dow indicated he thought they should look at the issue.  Councilor Beers stated he thought the issue had been exhausted.

	Town Manager Carter indicated they were busy working with the Maine DOT trying to install the new signage on Route 95 and on the by-pass.  He continued there were 20 new signs and they would show people how to get to different areas in town.  Town Manager Carter noted he had met with the DOT commissioner and staff relative to the Memorial Bridge and that things were moving quickly.  He continued this was an opportunity for Portsmouth and Kittery to put forward an effort towards receiving money for a long term transportation program.  Town Manager Carter indicated he thought that the bridge would eventually be totally closed and they needed to think of how they were going to implement an alternative transportation plan.  He continued they were trying to get ahead of the curve and plan it in an organized manner.
	Town Manager Carter noted he had an opportunity to be considered for another position in a different community.  He continued it looked like he was going to be offered the position the following day and would be submitting a letter of resignation.  Town Manager Carter indicated it was a tough decision and that he thought it had been a positive 6 years with the town and that the stage had been set for the community to shine over the next decade.  Chairperson Spiller stated that Council joined in a sense of sadness and deep appreciation for all he had done for the town.  She continued that he had brought exceptional intelligence and sensitivity and that it was a pleasure to work with him.  Chairperson Spiller indicated they would work quickly to find a replacement.
