	a.  Discussion by members of the public (three minutes per person) –  
	Dave Sowerby, owner of the former Homestead Nursing Home, came to the podium and indicated that his property had been found to be a dangerous building and was ordered to be taken down.  He continued that the project was bigger than he had originally thought and the process for removing it was going to be substantial.  Mr. Sowerby stated that the company doing the removal wanted to go in on dry ground and he was requesting a 60 day extension.
	Bob Harris came to the podium and indicated that there was currently a finance officer for the town and a business agent for the school and they were basically the same position.  He asked why the school and town could not work together to combine these two positions into one.  Mr. Harris indicated that he had noticed that the sidewalks were still being plowed with the wing of the snowplow and wanted to know why the sidewalk plow was not being used.  
b.  Chairperson’s response to public – 
Chairperson Dow responded to Mr. Harris that they had tried to combine the two positions but they were unable to bring them together.  He continued that he had not seen the wing being used to plow the sidewalks.  Town Manager Place indicated that the sidewalk plow was broken for most of the winter and that it was back up and running.

Councilor Dennett indicated that he had no objection to granting an extension but would like to do it with the whole blessing of the Council.  Chairperson Dow asked that it be put on the agenda for the next meeting.
