	a.  Discussion by members of the public (three minutes per person) – 	
	Ann Grinnell came to the podium and indicated that she was not in support of raising the fees at Fort Foster.  She stated that she thought they charged enough and that there was enough in the budget to pay for it.  She continued that she supported having dogs on leash when the park was open, but wanted to continue being able to have them off leash when the park closed.
	b.  Chairperson’s response to public – None
12.	UNFINISHED BUSINESS –  
	a.  (040213-2)  The Kittery Town Council moves to approve proposed amendments to the Fort Foster Rules and Regulations and to increase the Fort Foster fees as recommended by the Parks Commission.
	Chairperson Dow stated that this item was left over from the last meeting.  Councilor Dennett stated that the item seemed to deal with three separate issues and wanted to know why the town would own the John Paul Jones Park.  Rich DeMarco came to the podium and indicated that Kittery maintained the grounds at the park but that it was owned by the state.  He continued that the state was willing to give the park to the town but Kittery did not feel that it had enough money to maintain it.  Councilor Spiller indicated that she had trouble supporting the increase because she had not seen the operating budget and that she would rather vote after the current season in order to see more exact numbers.  Mr. DeMarco stated that updates to Fort Foster were needed which were not in the current year’s budget and suggested that the fees be raised this year.  Chairperson Dow noted that he thought it would be difficult to raise the fees as they were not sure where the money would be going and that Council needed to have a budget.  Councilor Thomson stated that on the surface, he wanted to support the item but that he thought the timing was bad.
