11.	DISCUSSION
	a.  Discussion by members of the public (three minutes per person) – 
	Dean Howells, member of WILSSA, came to the podium and indicated that he thought that the recent meeting relative to Wood Island had gone off the tracks.  He continued that he had contacted Council members to try to work further on the issue and that WILSSA would like to begin discussions again.
	Milton Hall came to the podium and stated that he had attended the earlier workshop with the KPA.  He continued it was said at the workshop that mooring fees had not increased, but that was not true as his mooring fees had increased significantly over the past few years.
	Dana Kimball came to the podium to speak relative to the issue with foreign students coming to Kittery to work for the summer.  He continued he owned properties which were rented out to those students and the lack of housing was a big issue.  Mr. Kimball stated that he thought that employers should be required to provide housing and they needed to welcome and help the students.  He continued he would be willing to work with the town to improve the situation.
	b.  Chairperson’s response to public – 
	Chairperson Dow responded to Mr. Howells stating that Councilor Pelletier would be addressing the Wood Island issue later in the meeting.  
	Chairperson Dow responded to Mr. Hall indicating that they were going to be holding a public input session on August 12th.
	Chairperson Dow responded to Mr. Kimball stating that there was going to be a meeting held on that issue on July 28th. 
12.	UNFINISHED BUSINESS –  
	a.  (070113-13)  The Kittery Town Council moves to approve the request of the Kittery Parent-Teacher Association to place a banner across Rogers Road in front of the Kittery Community Center, advertising the Seaside 4-Miler race, from August 7th to the day of the event, September 22nd.
	COUNCILOR DENNETT MOVED TO APPROVE THE REQUEST OF THE KITTERY PARENT-TEACHER ASSOCIATION TO PLACE A BANNER ACROSS ROGERS ROAD IN FRONT OF THE KITTERY COMMUNITY CENTER, ADVERTISING THE SEASIDE 4-MILER RACE, FROM AUGUST 7TH TO THE DAY OF THE EVENT, SEPTEMBER 22ND, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR THOMSON.
	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.
	b.  (060213-1)  The Kittery Town Council moves to act on the FY ’14 Municipal and Adult Education Budgets.
	CHAIRPERSON DOW MOVED A TOTAL FY ’14 MUNICIPAL AND ADULT EDUCATION BUDGET WITHOUT OVERLAY IN THE AMOUNT OF $11,930,490, AS PRESENTED, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR THOMSON.
	Chairperson Dow stated that he would go through each account and if any Councilor had any amendment they could make a motion at that time.
	COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED TO AMEND THE POLICE DEPARTMENT ACCOUNT IN AN AMOUNT OF $2,620,891, SECONDED BY CHAIRPERSON DOW FOR DISCUSSION.
	Councilor Thomson indicated that this amount was a two percent increase over the FY ’13 budget amount.  Chief Short stated the need for the increase was due to the salary for the school resource officer and expenditures for overtime.  Councilor Dennett indicated that his objections to the budget increases were to protect the taxpayers and that out of 22 accounts, 16 came in flat.  He continued that they could not keep feeding the same departments more money.
	A ROLL CALL WAS TAKEN WITH COUNCILOR DENNETT, COUNCILOR BRAKE AND CHAIRPERSON DOW OPPOSED.  MOTION FAILS 3/3.
	COUNCILOR DENNETT MOVED TO AMEND THE POLICE DEPARTMENT BUDGET ACCOUNT IN AN AMOUNT OF $2,569,501, WHICH WAS THE SAME AS THE FY ’13 BUDGET, SECONDED BY CHAIRPERSON DOW FOR DISCUSSION.
	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH COUNCILOR THOMSON, COUNCILOR PELLETIER, COUNCILOR GUY AND CHAIRPERSON DOW  OPPOSED.  MOTION FAILS 2/4.
	CHAIRPERSON DOW MOVED TO AMEND THE POLICE DEPARTMENT ACCOUNT IN AN AMOUNT OF $2,633,592, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR GUY.
	Chairperson Dow stated this number was the proposed budget less the school resource officer salary.
	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.
	COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED TO AMEND THE FIRE DEPARTMENT BUDGET IN AN AMOUNT OF $256,483, SECONDED BY CHAIRPERSON DOW FOR DISCUSSION.
	Councilor Thomson indicated that this figure was a two percent increase over the FY ’13 budget.  Chief O’Brien indicated that the department was complex and difficult to run and he was putting in a lot of work on administrative items.  He continued that although it was a part time position, there was a lot more work involved than a normal part time position.  Councilor Pelletier stated that he did not think it was fair to vote against the proposed budgets at this point because there had been many workshops held and issues could have been brought up at that time.  He continued he would be voting against any decreases on the proposed budgets.
	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH COUNCILOR PELLETIER OPPOSED.  MOTION PASSES 5/1.
	COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED TO AMEND THE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT BUDGET IN AN AMOUNT OF $1,083,916, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR GUY.
	Councilor Thomson stated that the proposed figure was a two percent increase over the FY ’13 budget.  Commissioner Conroy stated that the proposed number would require the department to get rid of 1.5 positions as the winter maintenance operations costs were so high and could not be cut any further.
	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH COUNCILOR PELLETIER AND CHAIRPERSON DOW OPPOSED.  MOTION PASSES 4/2.
	COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED TO AMEND THE PLANNING AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT BUDGET IN AN AMOUNT OF $221,449, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR GUY.
	Councilor Thomson indicated this would be a two percent increase over the FY ’13 budget.
	CHAIRPERSON DOW MOVED TO AMEND THE AMENDMENT TO AN AMOUNT OF $224,810, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR THOMSON.
	Chairperson Dow indicated that this figure would keep the $5,000 allocated to the Economic Development Committee which he thought was important as the group was put together by Council and was working hard.
	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH COUNCILOR DENNETT AND COUNCILOR BRAKE OPPOSED.  MOTION PASSES 4/2.
	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN ON THE ORIGINAL AMENDMENT WITH COUNCILOR DENNETT AND COUNCILOR PELLETIER OPPOSED.  MOTION PASSES 4/2.
	COUNCILOR DENNETT MOVED TO AMEND THE RECREATION DEPARTMENT BUDGET IN AN AMOUNT OF $1,109,144, SECONDED BY CHAIRPERSON DOW.
	Councilor Dennett indicated that he found it hard to give the Department an increase when they had a surplus and that he was looking to decrease the proposed budget by $10,961.  Janice Grady, Director of the Rec Department, stated they had only had a surplus because they were mandated by the town to not spend any money unless it was imperative.  
	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH COUNCILOR PELLETIER, COUNCILOR THOMSON, COUNCILOR BRAKE AND COUNCILOR GUY OPPOSED.  MOTION FAILS 2/4.
	COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED TO ORDAIN THE FOLLOWING AMOUNT FOR MUNICIPAL EXPENDITURES FOR FY ’14, $11,785,213 EXCLUDING THE SEWER AND OVERLAY AMOUNT, SECONDED BY CHAIRPERSON DOW.
	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH COUNCILOR PELLETIER OPPOSED.  MOTION  PASSES 5/1.	
	c.  The Kittery Town Council moves to discuss Wood Island.
	Councilor Pelletier stated that he thought they had missed the mark on previous discussions and that they needed to have a conversation with the Planning Board about what is permissible on the island.  He continued that WILSSA and WIAC had many conversations that have not been fruitful.  Chairperson Dow stated he thought it was appropriate to have the Planning Board weigh in.  Town Planner Mylroie indicated that they would be happy to provide any background information on the available options.  Councilor Pelletier indicated that he would work with the Planning Board and WILSSA to set up a meeting.
