1. Pledge of Allegiance 

2. Minutes of Meeting:  May 5, 2011

Mr. White moved to accept the minutes of May 5, 2011, 2011, seconded by Ms. Philbrook, with all in favor.
3. Budget Report

Ms. Castellano indicated she had only signed for the usual monthly expenditures.

Mr. Bush stated that Chairman Carson had gone to the Council workshop on the budget and the KPA budget was approved with a small increase.

4. Harbormaster Segment

Harbormaster Pike noted the temporary mooring renewals were close to being done.  He continued the revenue at that moment was $79,000 plus $2,900 for dinghy fees.

Harbormaster Pike indicated there was a looming deadline for the waterfront access program application of July 1st.  He continued the pier financing committee had met that Tuesday and had submitted a letter of recommendation.

Harbormaster Pike noted there were several new drawings from Duncan Mellor to relocate the Frisbee pier to where the current fishermen’s pier and to make the Frisbee pier the fishermen’s pier.

Harbormaster Pike stated the floats had gone in and they had a great day with a lot of help.

Harbormaster Pike indicated an issue with Cap’n and Patty’s had arisen relative to Mr. Odams tying up his tour boat to the dock.  He continued it had created some bad feelings and that he had advised Mr. Odams that he could not do that anymore.  Harbormaster Pike noted there was also a problem with parking at Pepperrell Cove and they needed to come up with some ideas on how to encourage the restaurant patrons to park across the street.

Ms. Philbrook asked if there was going to be enough money in the budget to have someone work on the main float.  Ms. Castellano responded it was going to be really tight.  Harbormaster Pike stated it would be worth getting an estimate and that he would be bringing it up at the next department head meeting.  Ms. Philbrook then asked what the status of getting a new radio for the harbormaster boat was.  Harbormaster Pike responded they could get a basic radio for $250.00 but was told to get a Motorola radio which would cost $2,300.00.  He continued the police chief had indicated they had a spare radio and the fire chief might have a radio to put on the boat.  Harbormaster Pike stated he would bring this issue up as well at the next department head meeting.
5. Marinas, Piers and Floats

Public Hearing on application of Richard and Kimberly Balano for 4’ X 40’ fixed pier, a 3’ X 24’ seasonal ramp and a 10’ X 12’ seasonal float at 3 Ox Point Drive, Kittery ME 03905; Map 31, Lot 9.

Richard Balano stated he planned to build the project himself and would begin construction in late August.

Mr. White moved to approve the application of Richard and Kimberly Balano for 4’ X 40’ fixed pier, a 3’ X 24’ seasonal ramp and a 10’ X 12’ seasonal float at 3 Ox Point Drive, Kittery ME 03905; Map 31, Lot 9, seconded by Ms. Philbrook.

A roll call vote was taken with all in favor.  Motion passes 5/0.

Public Hearing on application of Patricia McEachern for a permit to construct a 6’ X 45’ fixed pier with a 3’ X 30’ ramp and a 10’ X 20’ float at 124 Whipple Road, Kittery ME 03904; Map 10, Lot 6.

Zachary Taylor indicated the plan had two minor revisions which were showing the riparian lines and had noted where the original dock was.

Mr. White moved to approve the application of Patricia McEachern for a permit to construct a 6’ X 45’ fixed pier with a 3’ X 30’ ramp and a 10’ X 20’ float at 124 Whipple Road, Kittery ME 03904; Map 10, Lot 6, noting the revised plan dated 6/21/2011, seconded by Ms. Castellano.

A roll call vote was taken with all in favor.  Motion passes 5/0.

Status of Approval for Repairs to an existing commercial wharf belonging to Tony Marquis located at 1 Badger’s Island West, Kittery, ME  03904; Map 1, Lot 19.

Zachary Taylor indicated that Chairman Carson had put together a letter regarding the issue.

Pier on Cove Landing Not in Conformance with Approved Application.

Mr. Smith stated the dock was not permitted in it’s current form.  Mr. Taylor stated they had gotten approvals for the dock but there was a consistent issue with the pilings falling over.  He continued Mr. Provost had put timber across the pilings to secure them and did not think he needed additional approval.  Mr. Bush noted it would be an amendment to the original permit and it should come back before the KPA.  Mr. Taylor indicated he would resubmit the application.

6. Commercial Mooring Applications

Harbormaster Pike indicated that Emilie Bussiere had bought the Sea Cabins which did not have rental moorings and was told he could not rent them.  He continued Mr. Bussiere had gotten approval to rent the moorings from the Army Corps and would like the KPA’s blessing as well.

Mr. White moved to approve the application of Emilie Bussiere for use of mooring as rental mooring noting the Army Corps had given previous approval, seconded by Ms. Philbrook.

A roll call vote was taken with all in favor.  Motion passes 5/0.

7. Public Segment - None

8. Projects

BIG Grant & Fishermen’s Pier Upgrade - 

Ms. Philbrook noted the process has been really frustrating and they were currently at a do or die stage.  She continued the application needed to be submitted by July 1st  and they had a workshop with Council on June 13th.  Ms. Philbrook indicated they wanted a 50% covenant from the town to be able to relocate the piers and make the Frisbee pier the permanent commercial pier.  She continued at this point they had three options; 1; switch the placement of the piers; 2; lengthen the fishermen’s pier to make it operational; 3; raise funds to replace the Frisbee pier in kind and not use and grant money.  Mr. Bush stated Chairman Carson had asked Vern Gardner to go ahead with completing an appraisal.  He continued they could agree to switch the piers and go after the grant money but the issue was how much the appraisal was going to come out at.

Mr. White moved to authorize Harbormaster Pike to take all steps necessary to submit the WAP application by the 7/1 deadline, including obtaining an appraisal and Town Council endorsement of a covenant of 50% as recommended by the Committee, seconded by Ms. Philbrook.

A roll call vote was taken with all in favor.  Motion passes 5/0.

9. Correspondence to/from Chairman

Mr. Bush indicated they had received the submerged land newsletter with no bill included.

10. New/Old Business

Mr. White asked what the KPA would need to do in order to change the signs relative to storage on the piers.  Harbormaster Pike responded it would need to be written into the rules and regulations and that he could try to have a proposal for the next meeting.  Mr. White asked if they should wait to see if the issue continued before making the changes.  Steve Lawrence stated he could speak to the fishermen about the issue which the KPA members indicated was a good idea.

Mr. Bush noted the harbormaster evaluation was due in July and they were looking to have an executive session at the next meeting.

Mr. Bush stated he had received a letter from Jack Rutledge looking for a one year extension on his mooring.  Harbormaster Pike indicated he had received the same notice as everyone else and that he had told most people they had until 6/1 to use their mooring.  He continued he thought it was okay if Mr. Rutledge needed a little more time and if the KPA wanted to grant an extension it would be good through this season.

Mr. White moved to grant Jack Rutledge a private mooring extension for the 2011 season as requested, seconded by Ms. Philbrook.

A roll call vote was taken with all in favor.  Motion passes 5/0.

Mr. Smith stated the Growth Management project was moving along and was finishing up the 1st draft to bring to Council.

Mr. Bush indicated potential KPA member Ray Grenier would be interviewed soon.  He continued if anyone had any comments they should contact Chairman Carson.

11. Adjournment – Ms. Philbrook moved to adjourn, seconded by Mr. White with all in favor.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45P.M.
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
